The Speech Presentations will be assessed using the a speech presentation critique rubric:

2) Body

· Points are Balanced 
· Language is Clear

· Sums Up Points 
· Provides Closure by Referring to Opening 

4) Delivery 
· Eye contact 
· Vocal Variety 
· Speaks at a Proper Rate 
· Correct Enunciation and Pronunciation used

5) Meets Time Requirements

6) Documentation 
· Bibliography (Sources cited using MLA or APA style Guidelines) 
· Research Articles (primary and scholarly research)

Audience Analysis Questionnaire: 
The student will create an audience analysis questionnaire designed to determine his/her target audience as part of the Persuasive Speech assignment. The student will design at least three questions, six questions maximum. The student will submit the questionnaire to the instructor for approval. Once approval is received, the student will create a survey with Survey Monkey and post to a Discussion forum on Blackboard. 
 
The Audience Analysis Questionnaire is an assignment worth 40 points. It will be assessed using a rubric and using the following criteria: 
1. Questionnaire designed with relevant questions to topic: 
· One fixed alternative question 
· One scaled question 
· One open ended question

4. Take Peer Surveys
